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Operating Guidelines

· Membership in VA CALC is based on having a professional role in one of the state’s colleges and universities. This may be a fulltime professional, part-time professional, or graduate student. Any number of individuals from a campus may become members of VA CALC.

· Members of VA CALC will have their name, title, and institution listed.   Individuals may choose to opt out of VA CALC affiliation at a later date.     

· VA CALC members have the opportunity to sign onto a listserv limited to VA CALC members.

· This listserv is not publicly available; only VA CALC members may post to the listserv.

· Affiliate memberships are available to those from a government agency, organization, business, or group.   An affiliate membership requires an invitation from a VA CALC member, a statement of the proposed affiliate’s agency’s issues, endorsement of VA CALC’s mission statement, and approval by VA CALC’s steering committee. 

· VA CALC’s leadership includes a Chair and five Regional Coordinators (Southwest, Shenandoah, Central, Tidewater, and Northern Virginia).

· VA CALC may hold members-only sessions as needed.  

· VA CALC currently sponsors two drive-in workshops and one retreat each year.  In addition, VA CALC collaborates with the Virginia Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control with its annual college conference. 

· VA CALC developed the Virginia College Alcohol Abuse Prevention Standards in 2003.

· VA CALC hosts a website [vacalc.org] with resources, membership lists, web links. 

· Funding for VA CALC’s activities is currently handled by donations and mini-grants.
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
